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Responsive Reading      Psalm 22 Verses 22 – 31 
 
22I will declare your name to my people; in the assembly I will praise you.  
 
23You who fear the LORD, praise him! All you descendants of Jacob, 
honour him! Revere him, all you descendants of Israel! 
 
 24For he has not despised or scorned the suffering of the afflicted one; he 
has not hidden his face from him but has listened to his cry for help.  
 
25From you comes the theme of my praise in the great assembly; 
before those who fear you I will fulfill my vows. 
 
 26The poor will eat and be satisfied; those who seek the LORD will praise 
him- may your hearts live forever! 
 
 27All the ends of the earth will remember and turn to the LORD, and all 
the families of the nations will bow down before him, 
 
 28for dominion belongs to the LORD and he rules over the nations. 
 
 29All the rich of the earth will feast and worship; all who go down to 
the dust will kneel before him- those who cannot keep themselves 
alive.  
 
30Posterity will serve him; future generations will be told about the LORD.

First Lesson      Romans Chapter 4 Verses 13 – 25 Pam Mayrick 
13 It was not through the law that Abraham and his offspring received the 
promise that he would be heir of the world, but through the righteousness 
that comes by faith.  

14 For if those who depend on the law are heirs, faith means nothing and the 
promise is worthless, 

 15 because the law brings wrath. And where there is no law there is no 
transgression. 

16 Therefore, the promise comes by faith, so that it may be by grace and 
may be guaranteed to all Abraham’s offspring—not only to those who are of 
the law but also to those who have the faith of Abraham. He is the father of 
us all.  

17 As it is written: “I have made you a father of many nations.”  He is our 
father in the sight of God, in whom he believed—the God who gives life to 
the dead and calls into being things that were not. 

18 Against all hope, Abraham in hope believed and so became the father of 
many nations, just as it had been said to him, “So shall your offspring be.”  

 19 Without weakening in his faith, he faced the fact that his body was as 
good as dead—since he was about a hundred years old—and that Sarah’s 
womb was also dead.  

20 Yet he did not waver through unbelief regarding the promise of God, but 
was strengthened in his faith and gave glory to God,  

21 being fully persuaded that God had power to do what he had promised.  

22 This is why “it was credited to him as righteousness.”  

23 The words “it was credited to him” were written not for him alone, 

 24 but also for us, to whom God will credit righteousness—for us who 
believe in him who raised Jesus our Lord from the dead.  

25 He was delivered over to death for our sins and was raised to life for our 
justification.

Second Lesson      Mark Chapter 8 Verses 31 – 38 Rob Mayrick 

Jesus Foretells His Death and Resurrection 

31 Then he began to teach them that the Son of Man must undergo great 
suffering, and be rejected by the elders, the chief priests, and the scribes, 
and be killed, and after three days rise again.  

32 He said all this quite openly. And Peter took him aside and began to 
rebuke him. 

 33 But turning and looking at his disciples, he rebuked Peter and said, “Get 
behind me, Satan! For you are setting your mind not on divine things but on 
human things.” 

34 He called the crowd with his disciples, and said to them, “If any want to 
become my followers, let them deny themselves and take up their cross 
and follow me.  

35 For those who want to save their life will lose it, and those who lose their 
life for my sake, and for the sake of the gospel,[a] will save it.  

36 For what will it profit them to gain the whole world and forfeit their life?  

37 Indeed, what can they give in return for their life?  

38 Those who are ashamed of me and of my words[b] in this adulterous and 
sinful generation, of them the Son of Man will also be ashamed when he 
comes in the glory of his Father with the holy angels.”
